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Early October 2017, Hurricane Michael, a

category 4 storm, brought widespread

devastation and chaos across parts of Florida,

Georgia and other states along in

the southeastern U.S. The storm peaked with

sustained winds of 155 mph with a storm surge

that nearly wiped out an entire town. 

 

In the aftermath, nearly 40 people were

confirmed dead, with thousands of homes

damaged or destroyed across the impacted

states.
