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In the past weeks, a surge of
COVID-19 cases has ravaged
India. India recorded over 400,000
new COVID-19 cases on April 30,
the most ever recorded in any
country during the pandemic.
While thousands of deaths are
recorded each day, the number of
deaths is suspected to be much
higher than reported.
