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SITUATION

On January 18, 2020, heavy flooding
began in the Lindi Region of Tanzania.
Throughout March and April,
continuous rains worsened the floods.
More than 35,900 residents lost their
homes and farms and 5,000 hectares of
crops were destroyed. Infrastructure,
such as water and sewage systems and
roads, was also damaged. A state of
emergency has been declared in the
region as residents struggle for food
and shelter.
